Wedding Policy

We welcome your consideration of using CrossPoint Church for your marriage ceremony.  All weddings involving church facilities and/or church ministerial staff must be applied for and scheduled through the church office and the Senior Pastor at least three months in advance of the wedding date.  Acceptance of weddings for archived members or non-members is purely at the discretion of the Senior Pastor.

Wedding date/rehearsal date reservation and tentative service arrangements must be confirmed as outlined in the process below:

1. Contact the church office to request a meeting with the Senior Pastor and a date for the church calendar.
2. Contact the Senior Pastor to confirm the date, and to submit the date reservation fee.

3. Meet with Wedding Coordinator to fill out Wedding Application and submit signed copy of Wedding Policy.

4. Schedule pre-marital counseling sessions with Pastor.

5. Make any necessary arrangements with musicians, technicians, office personnel, coordinator, etc.

6. Submit any remaining fees at least two (2) weeks prior to wedding date.

Officiating Ministers other than CrossPoint staff are subject to approval by the Senior Pastor and are responsible for certification of marriage records and pre-marital counseling sessions.  Musicians other than CrossPoint staff are subject to approval of the Worship Director.

Pastoral counseling for marriage preparation (usually 4-6 sessions) is required by CrossPoint Church.  Counseling is to be done by the officiating minister or a person approved by the Senior Pastor.

Church facilities are offered for use with the understanding that in the event of misuse, or breakage, items will be paid for or replaced.  No alcoholic beverages may be brought on the premises and no smoking is permitted in the building.

Wedding Date Reservation fees are payable at the time the Senior Pastor approves the date.  The fee is refundable in the event of cancellation.  All other fees must be paid two weeks prior to the wedding date.  All fees are payable to “CrossPoint Church” and are disbursed by the church financial secretary to involved personnel immediately following the wedding.

Custodial personnel must be notified two weeks in advance of all set-up needs required in the Sanctuary, Chapel or Fellowship Hall.  Candles for the main church candelabras must be purchased from the church.  The wedding party must supply sixteen (16) 8-inch candles for window candle holders if used.  

Bulletins (service folders) may be selected from catalogs available in the church office and typed and printed by the church office personnel, if you desire to use them.  These need to be ordered at least one week prior to the ceremony to give adequate time for preparation, proofing and printing.

Please contact the church office at (586) 463-5541 should you have any questions in preparation for your ceremony.  It is our prayer that God will bless your special day and your marriage as you honor Him with your love and commitment to one another.
